
We the undersigned note that: 
•
The government refused the request of the STRB and all teacher unions to reconsider the 2007 pay award.

•
This was in spite of the fact that at April 2007 inflation was higher than the “trigger point” of 3.25%.

• 
Since 2004 the purchasing power of a beginner teacher has fallen by more than £700, for an Upper spine 3 teacher by more than £1200.

•
Prime Minister Gordon Brown now accuses public sector workers of threatening inflation if we reject his 2% pay awards.

We totally reject the notion that teachers should take a pay cut in order to fund education improvements or fight inflation. The government can afford to pay teachers more and invest in education. There was no restriction on Bank of England loans to commercial banks in the summer’s financial services crisis.

We therefore call upon our respective unions to and mount a vigorous joint campaign against this attack on our living standards.
